All Docents and Shadows complete an in-depth training course in preparation to lead tours.  

Classes will begin in May with the classroom training component.  (We will discuss date and 

time possibilities if the scheduled training does not fit your availability.)  The classroom 
sessions are followed by hands-on training, scheduled individually. The training 
course includes a historical study of the Lunts and their era, a focus on the core values for 
which the Lunts were best remembered and an in-depth exploration of the decorative arts 
found at Ten Chimneys. Those who successfully complete the training will join a remarkable 
corps of volunteers and make a commitment to volunteer each month during the tour season 
(mid-May through early December).  Active volunteers invited to attend volunteer meetings 
held 4 times a year, participate in continuing education sessions, and join us for other events 
during the season.
